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Web resources:

KeepingScore.org – this is a very interactive site sponsored by the Kennedy Center.  Great video clips and audio on composers.

TED.com – This is a very inspiring site.  TED stands for technology, engineering, and design.   There are world famous speakers on all sorts of topics in streaming format or if you go to iTunes, they have all the talks as free podcasts you can download

TeacherTube – videos that are produced by and for teachers (and students) on all topics and content areas.

ArtsEdge.Kennedy-center.org – lots of resources and lesson plans for arts integrated lessons.

Lit2Go – available as podcasts (free) through iTunes and also on the web.  This is sponsored by the Florida Department of Education.  They have hundreds of audio files of traditional student literature and categorized by grade level pre-K through 12.   On the website are downloads of worksheets and lesson plans as well.

iTunes U  and iTunes for Education – thousands of free podcasts available to download on everything from great art and music and literature, to learning a new language to basketweaving.

SFKids.org – San Francisco Orchestra site.  VERY interactive.  Teaches kids about composing, rhythm, tempo, etc.

DSOkids.com – Another very interactive site for kids sponsored by the Dallas Symphony Orchestra.  This one focuses more on the instruments and the instrument families.  There is a teacher section also.  

Songsforteacher.com – This website has a large repertoire of songs to help teach classroom content including science and math concepts.

Vermontartscouncil.org – this is a website sponsored by the state of  Vermont.  It has lots of research available for advocacy of the arts in education.

Software resources:


Flip4Mac – This is a free downloadable application that will convert Windows video files to files that will be viewable on Apple computers.


Audacity – This is a free application that will record audio files.  This can be used for narration, music, podcasts, etc.  It is available for Windows or Mac


SoundSoap – This is an application that can be purchased.  It gets rid of the “hiss” sound on audio files.  It is useful when you record old LPs or cassette tapes to computer.


Flow – This is an application that produces nature sounds for ambient background sounds.  The free version will run for 5 min.  


SnapZPro – This is a screen capture application that will capture images or video on your computer.  Capture images from websites or videos.


QuickTime Pro – This is a very inexpensive application that will allow the user to save video or audio files that can be played and viewed with Quicktime.  There are editing features as well.


CamStudio or Screenflow – CamStudio is a free Windows download and will capture and create video and audio as it happens on the screen from a PC.  Screenflow is not free but will capture what happens on your screen, as well as audio from your computer and let you add narration and edit and add “callouts” on Mac computers.


Audio Hijacker – This is an application that will capture audio from whatever is playing on your machine.  To use this application would in most cases be a violation of copyright.


HandBrake  - This application is similar to Audio Hijacker  but captures video instead of just audio.  Watch out for copyright if using this applicsation.


Sound Studio – This is an inexpensive audio editing program for Mac by Felt Tip software.  The editing capabilities are much more than what is available on GarageBand.  Very useful for music teachers who wish to create accompaniment tracks from split track recordings.


ComicLife – This is another very inexpensive application available for Mac users.  It allows creation of comic strip like digital story telling, flyers and newsletters and presentation of learning.


Canvastic – Similar to Kidpix.  Very easy application for young students to create “powerpoint” type presentations.


Kidpix – Another very commonly used application in lower grade levels for presentation.  Kidpix can also create podcasts.


Anime Studio – and easy to use animation software application.


Animation Master – another animation software application.


Podifier – an older application that creates the RSS feeds and tags to a presentation creation that converts it so that it can be subscribed to and published on the web.


Amadeus 2 – another audio editing program similar to Sound Studio


Sound Forge – audio editing program similar to Sound Studio but only available for Windows.


Chordphobia – an application that tells you exactly what notes are in any chord and also how it sounds if played on a keyboard.  It shows it notated on the staff as well as visually what notes it is on the keyboard.


Cool Iris – a free application that allows searchs of images on the web.  Similar to Google images but much faster and the interface is like a “wall” of pictures for ease of searching.


Dent Du Midi – This application will separate out the midi tracks of a midi file.


DRM Dumpster – This will remove the Digital Rights Management tags of audio files for use in other applications.  This is an application that could also get you into trouble with copyright.


GarageBand – only available on Mac, this application comes free with the Apple machines as part  of the iLife suite of applications.  This is a huge application that can be used as a music and composition application but also is the main application for people creating podcasts.  


iMovie – This is a simple movie editing application also comes free on Mac computers as part of the iLife suite.


iPhoto – a photo editing application that comes free also with the iLife suite of applications on a Mac


Movie Maker – This is a movie editing program that comes free on Windows machines.


Acid – This is a looping software program available on Windows.  It is similar to one of the features of Garageband with the looping composition but it will not do some of the other things that Garageband does like the interface with video, images and creation of podcasts.


WaveWindow – This application will show the soundwaves of any audio it detects.  It will show the frequencies and will take a “snapshot” of the sound wave.
